Studa.       Hello, C4, have a look. (Viva passes without a look, but she takes the leaflet.)

Studb.       Hello, Lecture tomorrow, take a look! (Viva passes without a look, but she takes the leaflet. Then as she walks on, she looks at the leaflets, but then quickly throws them into the thrash bin.)
Scene 2 (at home)

[Viva puts down her schoolbag and takes up her mirror. She looks into the mirror. Instead of appreciating narcissistically as many girls would do, she is picking faults on her face.]
